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Fair Guidelines

Cloverbud Exhibitors

Cloverbuds are youth members enrolled in 4-H
who are currently in K-5, first and second grades.

Cloverbuds receive a special Cloverbud ribbon for
their participation in the fair. Also, they can enter
no more than 3 entries per exhibitor. Cloverbuds
are only eligible to receive up a total of $3.00 in
premiums for all entries.

Exhibit Release:

In order to guaranty the entries are returned to ex-
hibitors, each exhibitor is asked to arrange pick up
for your items with your family or club leader.

If an exhibitor or club leader is unavailable, Mi-
chelle Gonzalez will pick up any remaining exhib-
its and take them to the 4-H Office. All items must
be picked up by Friday, July 31st. Checkout
the items with Ira Harris or Michelle Gonzalez.

All exhibits are eligible for pickup on Sunday,
July 19th, 2009 after 7:00 p.m. A line will form
outside the 4-H Forum at the Waukesha
County Fairgrounds.

Please be prepared to wait in a line for pick up.

State Fair Exhibits

Some fair entries are chosen to be displayed at
the State Fair. This selection is a special award
given to exhibits based on quality of work, under-
standing, or uniqueness.

Any entries selected to be exhibited at the Wis-
consin State Fair will be collected at the end of the
County Fair on Sunday, July 19th.

Michelle Gonzalez will take the exhibits and pick
up exhibits from the State Fair. Exhibits will be
available for pick up after Monday, August 31st at
the 4-H Office. Call Michelle with any questions.
Please be prepared to sign-out the exhibit when
the exhibitor picks it up.

Youth exhibitors will receive tags to attach on
each of their entries from their club leaders. A
claims check is at the bottom of the tag.

Claims Checks

After an exhibitor completes judging, the youth will
receive the claims checks to retrieve items on the
Sunday night of the fair.

Please write a description of your exhibit on
the back of the claims check. And, put the
claims checks back in the envelope after you
finish judging.

Demonstrations and Speaking Contest

If you presented a speech or demonstration at the
2009 Arts and Communications Contest, you are
required to present your speech or demonstration
on stage during the County Fair. The presenters
will be eligible to receive premiums. The speech
or demonstration can be presented anytime during
the fair.

Commonly asked questions about exhibiting at the Junior Fair.

What if you did not register for the fair and still
wish to be a participant in the fair?

«Youth can still exhibit and be judged. However,
these exhibitors will receive a green participation
ribbon. These exhibitors will NOT receive a pre-
mium and/or placing. Youth exhibitors should
complete an entry form by Monday, July 13th and
present it to Michelle Gonzalez at the 4-H Forum
during face to face judging.

What if you register under the wrong
department, class, or lot number?

« If you put it in the wrong category,

You did pre-register for fair, but recorded the
wrong department, class or lot number.
Exhibitors wild.l not | o
assistant at the 4-H Forum. He/she will make
changes to your tag and record form.

What if you arrive on the wrong judging day?
The fair will try to make accommodations to get the
item judged. But, you will only receive a fourth plac-
ing ribbon and fourth place premium award.

What if you cannot attend the face to face judg-
ing on the scheduled days?

A family or friend can bring the entries to the fair
judging on your behalf to the 4-H Forum. They need
to bring the entries on
judging. The exhibitor must attach an index card ex-
plaining their exhibit on the entry tag. Also, see
page 15 of the Fair Premium Book for details.

The Language of the County Fair.

The County Fair has its own languagdeor families who are new to participating with the fair, we
have provided you with a list of the most common terms used by fair participants. Many of these
words will be used through the newsletter and on judging days.

Terms used in the County Fair Handbook:

A Class i A group of like exhibits that are judged together: a sub-category of a depart-
ment 1 same as lot.

Class Number i The number assigned to each class or lot.

Department i A generalized category of exhibits or a group of classes/lots.

Entry i An eligible exhibit that is entered and judged.

Exhibitor i Any youth being judged at the fair who shows on the entry form.

Exhibition Number i A permanent number that is assigned an exhibitor.

Fair Judge - A person who works with a youth to examine their work and awards prizes

based on the youthdéds craftsmanship, knowl edge

Premium Book i A (hand)book that contains rules and regulation regarding entries in the
Milwaukee Co. Junior Fair.
Premiumd Prize money awarded for any placing. The amounts of money vary.

Type of Awards given to Fair Exhibitors:

Blue Ribbon- First place award

Red Ribbon- Second place award

White Ribbon- Third place award

Pink Ribbon-Fourth place award
